Host a Mesh Solar-Powered Node

s Your location may be just what your neighbors need to
ensure that their LoRa device signals reach family & friends
in nearby communities, and reach emergency services
during a grid-down power outage.

You can help just by letting us place a small, self-powered node device on your property. The device is
a LoRa radio that repeats text messages from small devices that fit in a pocket.

The self-powered node device runs on battery and solar (much
like a solar-powered landscape lamp), so it doesn’t touch your
power.

We attach the solar node device using small clamps or straps (no
drilling, no screws), on a pole, fence, tree, or even on signage.
